and acts, not out of sentimental sympathy, but rather through his covenant promise to redeem
and restore a people to Himself. Suffering and the seeming uncertainty which comes never
violates the goodness of God in His covenant promises to His people. Exodus calls us to see a
light in the darkness, even when the darkness lasts 430 years. The darkness of human evil and
deceit gives way to the wonder of God dwelling with His people.

As we begin a new series in Exodus, let me encourage you to read Genesis, Exodus and the rest
of this section of the Bible. Even if we feel like we know how the story ends, come see the
